MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDING

ON ESTABLISHING TWIN CITY RELATIONS
AND COOPERATION
between
THE CITY OF KHMELNYTSKYI (UKRAINE)
and
THE CITY OF SHEFFIELD

(UNITED KINGDOM OF GREAT BRITAIN AND NORTHERN IRELAND)

Khmelnytskyi City Council on the one hand and Sheffield City Council on the other hand (hereinafter
referred to as “Parties”), taking into account the desire of both cities to develop a mutually beneficial
friendship through the value of contacts between Khmelnytskyi and Sheffield, hereby agree to enter
into the Memorandum of Understanding (MoU) on Establishing Twin City Relations and Cooperation,
as follows:

1.1.  The Parties shall develop mutually beneficial cooperation in education, business and trade
opportunities, civic and cultural spheres.

1.2.  The Parties shall promote the exchange of information, knowledge and expertise, and the
development of strategic actions or joint initiatives related mainly to:

- The development of business and trade missions to encourage economic collaboration;
- Education,
- Civic participation,

- Cultural exchange.



2. The MoU may be a basis for representatives of institutions and organisations associated with
both Parties to enter into similar agreements related to exchange of experience and further
cooperation.

2.2 Amendments or additions may be made to this MoU with the consent of both Parties, should
the need for further elaboration arise.

3.1. The Parties shall jointly work out and define mutual priorities and develop a programme of
activities to be implemented under this MoU.

32 Each Party shall be responsible for bearing their own financial expenses related to carrying
out any such activity in connection with this MoU.

3.3 A separate MoU may be developed for the promotion of a specific joint project, defining the
objectives and tasks of the project, ways to accomplish them and other details as may be required.

4.1.  This MoU is not time-limited but will be reviewed every 12 months, commencing one calendar
year from the date on which it is signed.

V.

5l Either Party shall be entitled to withdraw from the MoU on giving three months” written
notice to the other.

5:2. The MoU is made in two counterparts in Ukrainian and two counterparts in English.

5.3.  The Parties acknowledge that this MoU is a statement of mutual intention and is not legally
binding.

5.4.  This Memorandum of Understanding is signed on Wednesday 14 December 2022 in the city
